
Encounter Jesus and Vision Together 
Every movement starts with an encounter with God.  As your community of partners gathers together, pray

and ask God to help you see the campus through his eyes. Then talk through the following questions: 

How do you see beauty on this campus? Where do you see God at work? How could revival on this campus

impact the city/region/world?

How do you see brokenness on this campus? How have people on this campus been overlooked or

marginalized? What idols do you see?
